1. Pass lead wire from Fixture (13) Rod (12), Rod (11), Rod (10), then screw all together. Note: Thethrough unassembled

fixture height can be adjusted by the number of rods installed in the fixture.

2. Pass lead wire through Nipple (7) and Canopy (8), then slip Lock Washer  (6), thread Hex Nut (5) onto Nipple (7). Finally, tighten Hex

Nut (5) to secure Canopy (8).

3. Find appropriate threaded holes on Mounting Bar (1), and assemble Mounting Screws (3) into threaded holes with Hex Nuts (4).

4. Attach Mounting Bar (1) to Outlet Box with Outlet Box Mounting Screws (2).
