3. Find appropriate threaded holes on Mounting Bar (01), and assemble Mounting Screws (02) into threaded holes with Hex Nuts (03).

8. Raise Glass Shades (24) over Sockets (23) onto glass holders of Fixture (21), then secure them with Nord Rings (25).
