2. To prevent the electric shock, turn off the main power at the circuit breaker before installing the fixture. NEVER attempt to install, clean or replace bulbs without
shutting off the electricity to the fixture.

3. Never use light bulbs with wattage ratings that exceed the fixtures maximum rating. Always make sure the electric current is tumed off before changing the bulbs.

4. If you experience difficulties installing the lighting fixture or it fails to work as expected, please contact a local qualified licensed electrical contractor.

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Assembly Instructions for the 946411 outdoor fixture

1. Disassemble the pre-installed Cage (7) from Fixture (6), then take out the protecting crushing materials.

2. Attach Mounting Bracket (1) to Outlet Box with Outlet Box Mounting Screws (2), make sure the mounting holes in both tabs horizontally.

3. Raise Fixture (6) toward outlet box, then connect fixture ground wire to outlet box ground wire with wire connector supplied; connect
white fixture wire to the white power supply wire with wire connector supplied; connect black fixture wire to the black power supply wire
with wire connector supplied.

4. Push Canopy of Fixture (6) to mounting surface, make sure mounting holes in Canopy of Fixture (6) and Mounting Bracket (1) are in line,
verify all wires are securely inside Canopy of Fixture (6) and Mounting Bracket (1), and carefully passing Mounting Screws (3) with Rubber
Washers (4) through holes, then secure Canopy of Fixture (6) to mounting surface with Mounting Screws (3) and Philips Screw Driver (not
provided) (5).

5. Insert recommended bulbs per wattage label indicated onto Socket.

6. Raise Cage (7) over Socket onto top of Fixture (6), then secure it with Flat-head Screws (8) and Philips Screw Driver (not provided) (5).
Note: Repeat step 1 for glass replacing in future, don't unscrew bottom trim of Cage (7) directly.

Note: Guide for Outdoor Mounting Fixture and/or in Wet Locations:

1.Mounting surface should be clean, dry, flat and 1/4” larger that the canopy on all sides. Any gaps between mounting surface and canopy
exceeding 3/16” should be corrected as required.

2.Use silicone caulking compound (not provided), caulk completely around where back of canopy meets the wall surface to prevent water
from seeping into outlet box.

4. Push Canopy of Fixture (6) to mounting surface, make sure mounting holes in Canopy of Fixture (6) and Mounting Bracket (1) are in line,
verify all wires are securely inside Canopy of Fixture (6) and Mounting Bracket (1), and carefully passing Mounting Screws (3) with Rubber
Washers (4) through holes, then secure Canopy of Fixture (6) to mounting surface with Mounting Screws (3) and Philips Screw Driver (not
provided) (5).

5. Insert recommended bulbs per wattage label indicated onto Socket.

6. Raise Cage (7) onto top of Fixture (6), then secure it with Flat-head Screws (8) and Philips Screw Driver (not provided) (5). Note: Repeat
step 1 for glass replacing in future, don't unscrew bottom trim of Cage (7) directly.
