Component Parts
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1.	 Carefully unpack fixture (A) from the carton.

2.	 Thread jam nut (C) and crossbar (B) onto threaded nipple (D) with ground screw (E) facing towards swivel (H); leave 
both parts loose.

3.	 Using two machine screws (not provided), temporarily fasten crossbar (B) to the electric box.

4.	 Adjust the length of threaded nipple (D) in crossbar (B) so that canopy ring (G) will hold canopy (H) against the ceiling 
with no threads showing for best appearance. When the correct adjustment is established, tighten jam nut (C) against 
crossbar (B) to secure the adjustment.

5.	 Remove crossbar (B) from the electrical box and proceed with the assembly instructions.

6.	 Locate fixture pipes (J, K, L), fixture (A), stem couplings (M) . Stem couplings (M)  can be found in the kit bag.

7.	 Provided are multiple fixture pipes in three different lengths. Choose the combination that will achieve the overall 
height desired. Refer to the table below to determine the pipes required to reach the desired overall height. Once you 
have determined the components necessary, feed the wires and support cable (Q) that exit fixture (A) through the 
individual components and thread pipes and couplings together. Wires and support cable will slip easier through loose 
components than through pipes and couplings that are pre-assembled.  Once wires and support cable are run, apply 
thread locking compound to all the connection points and assemble the pipes and couplings. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

8.	 Carefully slide canopy ring (G) and canopy (H) over wires, support cable (Q) and fixture pipes (J, K, L) until they rest 
on fixture (A). 

9.	 Slip wires and support cable (Q) from the fixture (A) through assembled swivel (I) and threaded nipple (D). 

10.	Refer to instructions on next page to continue installation.

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11.	 Thread support cable (Q) through front tab on crossbar (B) and 
push into cable gripper (R). (Figure 2) Once cable (Q) is thru 
the gripper (R) attach it to crossbar (B) using flat head screw 
(S). Pull the cable thru the gripper until cable is tight and has 
no slack. Once support cable is at the correct height, excess 
cable behind the gripper can be cut off, leave approximately 
one inch of cable past the gripper. (Figure 2)

12.	Using two machine screws (not provided), fasten crossbar (B) 
to the electric box. (Figure 1)

13.	Using suitable wire connectors (not provided) connect fixture 
wires to supply (white/ribbed to white and black/smooth to 
black). Attach a pigtail lead to crossbar ground screw (E) and 
cupped washer (F). Hold canopy (H) close, connect all ground 
wires (bare copper or green to bare copper or green).  
 
 

14.	Slide canopy (H) against ceiling, and secure with canopy ring 
(G). 
 
 

15.	Refer to instructions on next page to install glass.

CAUTION: MAKE SURE WIRE CONNECTORS ARE 
TWISTED ON SECURELY, AND NO BARE WIRE IS 
EXPOSED.

CAUTION: BE SURE NO WIRES ARE PINCHED 
BETWEEN CANOPY (H) AND THE CEILING.
