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Install Fixture (Figures 1, 2, 3 & 4) Figure 4 is on the following page

1.	 Carefully unpack the fixture (A) from the carton.
2.	 Remove the two barrel head screws (K) . Separate fixture front 

panel (H) from fixture (A) and set aside for later use. See Figure 1

3.	 Remove four #8 screws (E) from front of fixture to release mount-
ing bracket (B). See Figure 2

4.	 Place the wall mounting bracket (B) over the electrical box using 
one of three holes provided being sure to hold it plum and level. 
With a pencil, mark the location of all mounting holes in the wall 
mount bracket on the wall behind.  
 
IMPORTANT: Wall mounting bracket must be secured to a solid 
framing member in at least four locations. Do not depend on 
drywall anchors alone to support this fixture. If in doubt, contact a 
qualified electrician.

5.	 Set aside the wall mounting bracket and drill 1/4" holes in the 
locations marked on the wall. For holes using anchors, place the 
tapered end of the anchors (C) into the holes and gently tap them 
flush to the wall using a light weight hammer.

6.	 Thread the wires in the electrical box through the hole in the wall 
mounting bracket (B) while moving the bracket into position. Using 
the 1" #10 screws (D), screw the bracket securely to the wall. Be 
careful not to over-tighten or strip the anchors.

7.	 Hold fixture (A) close to wall. Using suitable wire connectors (not 
provided), connect fixture wires to supply wires (white to white and 
black to black).  Using cupped washer (G) and ground screw (F) 
run a pigtail lead from the mounting bracket (B) to the electrical 
box. Connect all ground wires (bare copper or green to bare cop-
per or green).

8.	 Apply a generous bead of a suitable caulking material (not pro-
vided) to caulking lip (E) on the fixture (Figure 3). 
 
 

9.	 Carefully tuck all wires behind the fixture (A) and inside the wall 
mounting bracket (B) and place the fixture over the bracket so the 
holes in the top and bottom match the threaded standoffs pro-
truding from the wall mounting bracket (B). Secure the fixture by 
threading the 8-32 x 1" screws (E) through the holes in the fixture 
(A) and into the wall mounting bracket (B).

10.	Refer to acrylic and front mounting instructions for complete instal-
lation. 

Caution: Be sure wire connectors are twisted on securely, 
and no bare wire is exposed.

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To Install Acrylic and Complete Fixture Installation (Figures 5 ,6 & 7) Figure 6 & 7 on following page

1.	 Remove protective covering from acrylic 
panel (I). 

2.	 Slide acrylic panel (I) in opening on top of 
fixture front panel (H).  Dull side should be 
facing the inside of the fixture.  Slide acrylic 
through until it rests at bottom of fixture front 
panel (H).  Acrylic should be approximately 
1/8" below top surface when installed.

3.	 Install bulbs (not included) (N) into sockets 
(O).

4.	 Locate the two glass shields (M) and slide 
over the sockets (O) and retaining cups (P).

5.	 Align holes on the top and bottom of fixture 
front panel (H) with the holes in the top and 
bottom of fixture (A).  Slide the fixture front 
panel (H) back until it bottoms out.

6.	 Thread barrel head screw (K) with rubber 
washer (L) in top of fixture and barrel head 
screw (K) bottom of fixture (A). Tighten both 
barrel head screws (K) to secure fixture front 
panel (H).

7.	 Restore electricity at main breaker box.
