18.  For slope ceiling applications, rotate swivel at the top of the stem to ensure luminaire is aiming down (Fig.6). 

15.  Secure the fixture to the ceiling plate use the canopy screw(C). 
16.  Insert the crystals into the fixture from the two sides, then slide them towards the center positon. Customer can put the crystal following the diagram of the 
        crystal arrangement on page 2 or according to personal preference.
17.  The two crystals labelled D must be put on the two ends, then secure them using set screw (G) with allen wrench (F).

6.    Drill holes in the wall aligned with the key holes located in the ceiling plate, insert the plastic anchor(E).

5.     The lamp can switch between four color temperatures  (3000K-3500K-4000K-5000K),  which can be adjusted to your preference with the switch 
         mounted in the canopy.  (Fig.2).        
        Note:  the switch comes with removable protective cover, Remove the cover prior to making adjustment, Reinstall the cover after adjustment is made. 
        Note:  fixture must be powered off to adjust the CCT setting, after each CCT adjustment cycle power on, off then on to show new CCT setting.  

7.    First, secure the ceiling plate to the junction box using the original junction box screws. Second, fasten the ceiling plate to the ceiling using anchor screws(D).
        Note:  (i) It is recommended to use only original junction box screws or replacements provided by junction box manufacturer.
                      (ii) The side of the [ceiling or wall] plate marked “GND” must face out, towards the installer.

9.     Choose the number of the rods suitable for your application. Thread the fixture wire through the rods, adapter (H), swivel and canopy.
        Connect the fixture, rods, adapter (H), and swivel. Make sure all connections are tightened.
        Note: When connecting the adapter (H), first attach it to the rod, then attach it to the swivel. 

10.  Connect the driver’s output wires , fixture’s wires and 4CCTswitch ‘s wires together using wire connectors (B) as shown in Fig .4.
11.  Connect the driver input wires to junction box as shown in Fig .3. Making sure that all wire connectors (A) are secured. If your outlet box has a green 
        or bare copper ground wire, connect the fixture’s ground wire to it. Otherwise, connect the fixture’s ground wire directly to the ceiling plate using the 
        GND screw provided. After wires are connected, tuck them carefully inside the junction box.

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  DIMMING WIRING INFORMATION(Fig. 5)
12.  This fixture features electronic low voltage (ELV or TRIAC ) or 0-10V  dimming capabilities. See notes below for specific dimming wires information. 
13.  To utilize ELV or TRIAC dimming: use wires black (hot), white (neutral) and bare copper ground wire (ground). 
14.  To utilize 0-10V dimming: use wire purple (dim+), pink or gray (dim-), black (hot), white (neutral) and bare copper ground wire (ground).          
        NOTE: Make sure to connect 0-10V prior to power up the fixture in order to allow the  0-10V  dimming to function properly. 
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
