Install Bulb (Figure 1)

2. Install bulb (B) in socket (A). Bulb is included with the “C” version
only.

Adjusting the Toothed Hinges (Figure 2)

Component Parts

C Adjustable Hinge
D Teeth
E Thumbscrew

This fixture is supplied with 3 adjustable hinges. Each adjustable hinge
(C) has internal teeth (D) and a thumbscrew (E) lock. To adjust fixture,
loosen thumbscrew (E) 2 turns while supporting the weight of the fixture.
Set the hinge (C) in the desired position, making sure to engage the teeth
of one side of the hinge with the teeth of the other side. Hand tighten
thumbscrew (E) to lock hinge. From a neutral position the hinges have an Figure 1
adjustment range of 105 degrees maximum to either side. (Figure 2).

WARNINGS:

- Do not attempt to adjust a fixture hinge without first unlocking
the thumbscrew.

- Hand-tighten the thumbscrew to secure, do not overtighten. Do
not use pliers.

- Do not exceed the maximum angular setting of the hinge.
