To Prepare & Install Fixture (Figure 1) 
Component Parts

A Crossbar 
B Threaded Stud (2) 
C Ground Screw 

D Fixture 
E Barrel Nuts (2) 

Caution: Be sure power is off at the main breaker 
box prior to installation. 

1. Carefully unpack the fixture from the 
carton. 

2. Thread the wires in the electrical box 
through the hole in the crossbar (A) while 
moving the crossbar into position. Using 
(2) #8 machine screws (Not provided), 
attach the crossbar securely to the 
junction box. 
Note: A new electric box comes with screws. 
When replacing an existing fixture, retain 
screws for use with the new fixture 

3. Thread studs (B) into the appropriate 
holes in the crossbar (A). Adjust the studs 
to proper length to ensure the fixture (D) 
will fit snugly to the wall. 

4. Hold the fixture (D) close to the crossbar (A) and using suitable wire connectors (not provided) connect 
fixture wires to supply wires (white to white and black to black). 

5. Secure a pigtail lead to crossbar (A) using green ground screw (C).  Using suitable wire connector (not 
provided) connect fixture ground wire and pigtail lead to ground wire(s) from electrical box (bare copper 
or green to bare copper or green). 
Caution:  Make sure wire connectors are twisted on securely, and no bare wires are exposed. 

6. Carefully tuck all wires behind the fixture (D) and inside the crossbar (A).   
7. Align holes in fixture (D) with threaded studs (B).  Install (2) Barrel Nuts (E) and hand tighten to 

threaded studs to secure fixture (D) to wall.  (Figure 1) 
8. Install bulb in socket. 
9. Restore Electricity at main breaker.

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Adjusting the Toothed Hinges (Figure 2) 

Component Part
F Adjustable Hinge 
G Teeth 
H Thumbscrew 

 
This fixture is supplied with 3 adjustable hinges.  Each adjustable hinge (F) has internal teeth (G) and a 
thumbscrew (H) lock.  To adjust fixture, loosen the thumbscrew (H) 2 turns while supporting the weight 
of the fixture.  Set the hinge (F) in the desired position, making sure to engage the teeth of one side of 
the hinge with the teeth of the other side.  Hand tighten thumbscrew (H) to lock hinge.  From a neutral 
position the hinges have an adjustment range of 105 degrees maximum in either direction. (Figure 2)   
WARNINGS:  
1.  Do not attempt to adjust a fixture hinge without first unlocking the thumbscrew.  
2.  Hand-tighten the thumbscrew to secure, do not overtighten.  Do not use pliers. 
3.  Do not exceed the maximum angular setting of the hinge.
