This instruction shows a typical installation.
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Install the Fixture
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Place the mounting plate against the wall mounting location and mark the anchor locations through the holes on the mounting

plate. Remove the mounting plate from the wall.

Drill appropriate sized holes at the marked locations and install the anchors.

Secure the mounting plate to the wall by screwing the anchor screws through the anchors.
Connect the fixture to a suitable ground in accordance to local electrical codes.

Connect the white fixture wire (square and/or rigid) to the neutral power line wire with a wire nut.

Connect the black fixture wire (round and/or smooth) to the hot power line wire with a wire nut.

Neatly place all the wires and wire nuts into the junction box, place the fixture onto the mounting plate and secure it in place

with the fixture screws.

Install the candle tubes over the sockets.

Screw the lamps into the sockets. Refer to the label on the lamp socket for Max Wattage Information.

Using the crystal clips, secure the crystals onto the ends of the fixture arms.
