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Secure the mounting plate to the junction box.

Determine the wanted height of the fixture by feeding the cord through the canopy cap, canopy and threaded rod by moving the
cord up or down. Place the cord in between the two cord clips and secure it in place using the clip screws.

Trim the cord leaving enough for electrical connections. From the end of the cord, strip the insulation 4” and then strip the end of
the wires. Note: Make sure not to nick the inner wires.

Connect the fixture to a suitable ground in accordance to local electrical codes.
Connect the white fixture wire (square and/or rigid) to the neutral power line wire with a wire nut.
Connect the black fixture wire (round and/or smooth) to the hot power line wire with a wire nut.

Neatly place all the wires into thecr'unction box, place the canopy onto the threaded rod, and secure it in place by screwing the
canopy cap onto the threaded rod.

Screw the lamp into the socket. Refer to the label on the socket for Max Wattage Information.
