
START HERE

1. Find a clear area in which you can work.

2. Unpack fixture from the box.

3. Carefully review the instruction prior to assembly.

1.Shut off electrical current before starting. If the fixture you

   are replacing turned ON and OFF by a wall switch , simply

   turn the switch off. If not, remove the appropriate fuse

  (or open the circuit breaker) until the fixture is dead. DO NOT

  restore current- either by fuse, breaker, or switch- until the

  new fixture is completely wired and in place.

STEP 1

1. When assembling the main body, there will be one set of

  chain that a supply wire run through. The other set of  chain

  without supply wire are assembled the same order.

2. Use any combination of Chain (J), to the desired look and

  height you prefered.

3.Refer to instruction sheet VIS-03 provided, on how

  to hang your fixture from the ceiling.

REQUIREMENTS.

1. After mounting, fixture can now be lamped accordingly.
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*** The construction of this fixture will be

accomplished by first determining the

lenght of chain required, mounting the

hardware to the junction box, making all

necessary electrical connections and

hanging the fixture.

STEP 1
1.Shut off electrical current before starting. If the fixture you
   are replacing turned ON and OFF by a wall switch , simply
   turn the switch off. If not, remove the appropriate fuse
  (or open the circuit breaker) until the fixture is dead. DO NOT
  restore current- either by bfuse, breaker, or switch- until the
  new fixture is completely wired and in place.

STEP 2
1. Fasten mounting strap (1) to outlet box (J) with the original
  outlet box screws (2) -see Drawing 1.
2. Thread 2x hex nut (6) and (7) onto threaded nipple (3).
3. Thread nipple (3) into mounting strap (1) approximate 12".
4. Slip canopy (10) over  nipple (3) and adjust height of nipple so half of the

  threaded area on the nipple is  exposed - see Drawing 2.

5. After nipple (3) height is adjusted, tighten hex nut (7) up against mounting

  strap (1) and tighten against mounting strap to lock nipple in position.

6. Remove mounting strap (1) from J-box and thread hex nut (8) onto end

  of threaded nipple (3) above the mounting strap (1), tighten against mounting

  strap (1) ton lock assembly in position.

7. Remount mounting strap (1) to J-box.

STEP 3
1. Take the chain. determine the lenght you require to hang the
  fixture.
2. attach one end of the chain to the top of the fixture.
3. Attach other end of chain to loop (4) on canopy.

STEP 4
1. Unwrap supply wire and ground wire  and  weave  them  up
  through the chain.
2. Slip supply wire and ground wire through center hole  of loop (4).
  Note: Get assistance for this step since fixture may be heavy and
  difficult to hold while attaching the inspection cable.
3. Connect ground wire to mounting strap (1) using green ground
  screw (5).
4. make electrical connections from supply wire to fixture lead
  Refer  to i nstruction  sheet (WG)  and  follow  ll  instructions
  to make all necessary wiring connections.
5. Slip canopy (10) over nipple (3) and up against ceiling.
6. Thread decorative finial (8) onto end of nipple (3) and tighten
  to secure fixture to ceiling.
