4: Secure the mounting straps to the drywall on each side of
the junction box using two drywall screws. Mark the location
of the mounting strap on the drywall.
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5: Align and slide tracks over the straight connectors (T24M-
2C-SC) on the ends of the Center Power Feed. Tighten the
set screws using an Allen wrench and the slotted screw on
the straight connector using a flat-head screw driver.
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6: Place the assembled channel in the drywall cutout. Using
the marked joist and mounting strap locations on the
drywall, drill and countersink the channel using the provided
square drill with countersink bit.
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Ensure all screw heads are flush with the channel surface.

7: Secure the Center Power Feed to the junction box with the two Phillips screws.

8: Properly secure the channel to the marked joists and mounting straps using drywall screws (DO NOT over tighten).
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NOTE: Follow steps 9 through 15 for connecting the Center
Power Feed as a single two circuit center feed. Omit steps 16
through 23 on page 5.
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9: Strip 3/8" off of the Power Feed Connector (T24M-2C-P)
wires and the low voltage power supply wires.

10: On the lever nut that the Circuit 1 POSITIVE red Power

Feed Connector wires are connected, pull up the available
lever and insert the low voltage +24VDC power supply
wire. Push the lever down to connect and lock into place.

11: On the lever nut that the Circuit 1 NEGATIVE black Power

Feed Connector wires are connected, pull up the available
lever and insert the low voltage -24VDC power supply wire.
Push the lever down to connect and lock into place.

12: Lightly tug on the wires to ensure they are secured in

place.

13: Repeat steps 9 through 12 to connect the Circuit 2

POSITIVE blue wires and NEGATIVE brown wires to the
+24VDC wire and -24VDC wire of the other power supply
respectively.

14: Place the lever nut connections inside the junction box.
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15: Place the Power Feed Connectors inside the Center Power
Feed and tighten the slotted screw with a flat-head screw
driver to secure in place.

17: On the lever nut that the Circuit 1 POSITIVE red Power
Feed Connector wire is connected, pull up the available
lever and insert the low voltage +24VDC wire from one
power supply. Push the lever down to connect and lock into
place.

18: On the lever nut that the Circuit 1 NEGATIVE black wire
from the same Power Feed Connector is connected, pull up
the available lever and insert the low voltage -24VDC wire
from the same power supply. Push the lever down to
connect and lock into place.

19: Lightly tug on the wires to ensure they are secured in
place.

20: Repeat steps 16 through 19 to connect the Circuit 2
POSITIVE blue wire and NEGATIVE brown wire from the
same Power Feed Connector to the +24VDC wire and
-24VDC wire of the other power supply respectively.

21: Place the lever nut connections inside the junction box.
22: Place the Power Feed Connector inside the Center Power

Feed and tighten the slotted screw with a flat-head screw
driver to secure in place.




23: Repeat steps 16 through 22 to connect the second Power
Feed Connector to two other power supplies.
