B Pull existing wires from wall (1) through the center of the MOUNTING BRACKET.

1. Fasten the universal MOUNTING BRACKET to J-box. 2. Partially screw the 8-32 screws into the inner set of threadeded holes. Connect the
white supply wire to the white socket wire using the orange WIRE NUT. Connect the black supply wire to the black socket wire using the
other orange WIRE NUT. Connect the bare copper ground wire to existing ground or MOUNTING BRACKET. Tuck the wires into the J-box.

The supplied fixture wires can be trimmed if needed.

3. Slip the Float Ceiling Light over the partially threaded screws.

4. Turn the fixture until it stops and tighten the screws to secure.
