2.	 Hold LED module assembly and pull down on trim to release. (Figure 2)
3.	 Replace trim by pushing until “clicks” on the LED module.

3.	 Squeeze torsion springs on fixture, route wires into the housing and push trim flush against ceiling.
4.	 Turn power back on.
