		  Listed outlet box directly supported by the building structure.
	 4.	 Before  starting  the  installation, disconnect the power supply by turning off 
		  the circuit breaker or by removing the fuse at the power off. Using the light switch 
		  is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.

	 Expose the supply wiring from the outlet box.
	 2.	 Feed fixture wires through the crossbar. (4, 5, 6)
	 3.	 Attach crossbar to the outlet box using the two screws supplied with the outlet box. (8, 9)
	 4.	 Make electrical connections. Refer to the ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS section below.

	 ELECTRICAL CONNECTIONS
	 NOTE: Use UL listed wire connectors suitable for the size, type, and number of conductors. 
	 No loose strands or loose wires should be present. Secure all splices with UL listed electrical tape.
	 1.	 Connect the green protective earth cord of the supply circuit to the green grounding  

	 cord extending from the crossbar and the green lead cord of the fixture. (3, 6, 7) 
	 2.	 Connect the white supply cord to the white neutral lead cord of the fixture. (2, 5)
	 3.	 Connect the black supply cord to the black line lead cord of the fixture. (1, 4)
 
	 FINAL ASSEMBLY
	 1.	 Spread electrical splices so that the black supply lead wire is on one side of the outlet  

	 box and the common and grounding conductors are on the other. Splices should carefully  
	 be turned inward inside the outlet box.

	 2.	 Place the fixture so the outlet box and splices are completely covered by the decorative cover.
	 3.	 Fixture assembly, please refer to the drawing.
	 4.	 Insert light bulb and mount diffuser. Refer to the lamping information supplied on the fixture.
	 5.	 Restore power

	 Your fixture is now ready for use.
