Step 5 Unpack Canopy and Stem Assembly and remove the
nut, lock washer, and cardboard retainer. Route fixture wires
through stem and assemble stem to the lighting fixture. (Fig 2)

Step 6 Remove plastic cover from shade. Do NOT operate fix-
ture without removing the plastic shade. (Fig 3)

supply wires. Connect the white fixture wire to the neutral sup-
ply wire; typically white, connect the black fixture wire to the
hot supplywire; typically black, connect the copper fixture wire
to the ground wire and/or the ground terminal in the outlet
box. Push all connections inside of junction box. (Fig 4)

Step 8 Carefully slide the canopy up the stem. Push the can-
opy over the Flared Mounting Ring and secure using the set-
screws on the canopy. (Fig 5)

Step 9 Restore power to circuit
