connector in place.

12: Repeat steps for the remaining standoffs.

13: Feed each power cable through the three grommets on
each aircraft cable. Align the grommets to secure the
power cables to the aircraft cables.

14: Strip 1" of the outer plastic insulation from each power
cable.

15: Insert the power cables into the appropriate power
standoffs. Each power standoff will be marked to match the
power cable markings (i.e. A+ power cable to A+ power
standoff.

16: Tighten the Allen set screws in the power standoffs to
secure the power cable connections.
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17: Install LED bulbs into each socket (MAX .5W 12VAC LED
lamps)
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18: Carefully install the glass rods by seating them into the
mounting hooks. Ensure the mounting hardware is fully seated
in the mounting hooks.
