Install the Power Supply Kit
1: Loosen and remove the four Phillips screws on the front of 
    the power supply cover to remove the cover from the
    enclosure.
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D 5: Install conduits from the controller, main panel (line voltage) 
    and soft strip or fixture to the power supply enclosure.

6: Connect the black, white, red, purple and gray controller 
    wires respectively to the black, white, red, purple and gray 
    wires with a wire nut. For three way switching, refer to the 
    instructions provided with the controller.

7: Run the wires from the controller to the power supply 
    enclosure.

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17: Use the "Low Voltage Wire Size Chart" on page 4 to 
      determine the proper wire size connecting the power 
      supply to the LED soft strip/fixture.

18: Run the proper size red and black wires from the LED soft 
      strip/fixture to the power supply enclosure.

19: Connect the red (+24VDC) wire from the power supply to 
      the red wires of the LED soft strip/fixture with a wire nut.

20: Connect the black (-24VDC) wire from the power supply to 
      the black wires of the LED soft strip/fixture with a wire nut.
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21: Determine the power supply location on the drywall.

22: Mark a rectangle shape on drywall where the enclosure 
      opening will be located.

23: Cut out the marked rectangle opening, using a "Dremel 
      Multi-Max" or other appropriate tool.

24: Install & finish drywall.
